Seventh Grade SMS Football Players and Parents,

Please read the following letter carefully for important information regarding the 7th grade football program.
Requirements:

The Athletic Responsibility and Registration Form (2015-16) must be completed in its entirety, signed in all required areas and brought to the first practice/conditioning.  Copies can be downloaded at www.clarkston.k12.mi.us – Schools/Clarkston High School/Athletics/Athletic Physical & Registration Contract.  (Note: The athletic responsibility forms are not finished yet, but should be available at the physical day on June 3rd).
· Page 1 – Athletic Responsibility and Registration Form/Consent for Transportation (signatures required)

· Page 2 – Medical History (complete entire page/signatures required)
· Page 3 – Physical Form (Stamped and signed by Physician), Student Participation, Parent Consent and Medical Treatment Consent lines must be signed by athlete and parent/guardian
· Page 4 – Athletic Contract & Information Form completed, Emergency Medical Authorization (include Insurance information) must be signed by athlete and parent/guardian
· Page 5 – Educational material on concussions (informative document, signature needed on page 6)
· Page 6 – Concussion awareness form (signature of athlete and parent needed)
Sports physicals are being offered at Clarkston High School in the athletic wing on Wednesday, June 3rd from 3 to 6 pm.  The cost is $20.00 with all proceeds going to the athletic boosters.  These physicals are good for the 2015-16 school year.
Costs:  

· The pay-to-participate fee to participate for 2015-16 has not yet been determined.  Last year’s fee was $200 for middle school athletics.  This fee covers the student for all sports for the entire school year.  The payment is due on the first day of practice/conditioning.  Please no cash!  Please make this check payable to Sashabaw Middle School and write your son’s full name on the memo line.
· Practice jerseys are $30.00.  This is a separate check payable to Clarkston Football.  These jerseys are the player’s to keep and can be used throughout their Clarkston football experience in Middle and High School.  Please write your son’s first and last name on the memo line.
Conditioning:

· Wednesday, August 19th through Friday, August 21st - 3:00 – 5:00 pm (participation fee and athletic responsibility and registration form (2015-16) due at beginning of session!  You may not participate without them.)
· Dress in shorts, t-shirt, and football cleats (preferably) or tennis shoes for workouts.
· Forms and participation fee will be collected beginning at 2:00 pm on Wednesday, August 19th.
Practice:

· Monday, August 24th – 28th, 3:00 - 5:30 pm.
· Monday, August 31st – September 3rd, 3:00 to 5:30 pm.  No practice on Friday, September 4th.
· Practice resumes on Tuesday, September 8th, 3:00 to 5:30 pm.
· Beginning Wednesday, September 9th, practices will be every day after school (M-F), from 3 to 5 or 5:30 pm.  
Additional Information:

· Seventh grade football will consist of two separate teams, each playing separate schedules as well as playing each other.  This will help to accommodate the large number of seventh graders expected for the 2015 season, as well as increased playing time for the players.  Teams are split as evenly as possible.
· Each player will need an athletic supporter with a protective cup in order to participate in any contact during practice and games.

· Please pick up your child promptly after practice.  Coaches have other obligations and cannot be responsible for students not picked up on time.

· Players are encouraged to attend the summer football camp at CHS.  If you plan to attend camp, you will be issued a helmet the first morning.  See attached flyer for further information.
· Players need to make sure they wear Clarkston colors with their uniforms.  Black shoes are acceptable, but otherwise they should be blue & gold.  Socks should also match our uniforms which are blue and white.  Please do not allow your child to purchase pink, green, highlighter yellow or any other color that does not match the uniform as they will not be allowed to wear these in games.
· Come every day with a good attitude, ready to have some fun and work hard!

Summary of Important Dates

· Physical Day - Wednesday, June 3rd at Clarkston High School (3 to 6 pm)

· Clarkston Wolves Football Camp - Monday, July 27th through Thursday, July 30th at Clarkston High School.
· All athletes are highly encouraged to attend.  Players at the football camp will receive a helmet to use for the season and will be instructed by their 7th grade coaches as well as the varsity, JV and freshman coaches.  During this camp we work on fundamentals, formations, plays and include some games as well.  Players who attend this camp often have a leg up on the competition when they come into practice in August because they have already been exposed to Clarkston football.

· Conditioning – Wednesday, August  19th through Friday, August 21st (3 to 5 pm) at Sashabaw Middle School
· Regular practices begin – Monday, August 24th (3 to 5:30 pm).  Monday and Tuesday of this week will be helmet only, with Wednesday being the first day of full pads.
